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Benito Juárez was born in the small village of San Pablo 

Guelatao, Oaxaca, located in the mountain range now 

known as the "Sierra Juárez." His parents, Marcelino 

Juárez and Brígida García, were peasants who died when 

he was three years old. He described his parents as "Indios 

de la raza primitiva del país," that is, "Indians of the original 

race of the country." He worked in the corn fields and as a 

shepherd until the age of 12, when he walked to the city of 

Oaxaca to attend school. At the time, he was illiterate and 

could not speak Spanish, only Zapotec. 

In the city, where his sister worked as a cook, he took a job 
as a domestic servant for Antonio Maza. A lay Franciscan, 
Antonio Salanueva, was impressed with young Benito's 
intelligence and thirst for learning, and arranged for his 
placement at the city's seminary. He studied there but 
decided to pursue law rather than the priesthood. He 
graduated from the seminary in 1827 and went on to gain a 
degree in law.

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The first International Women's Day (IWD)  was observed on 28 February 1909 in 

the United States following a declaration by the Socialist Party of America. Among 

other relevant historic events, it came to commemorate the 1911 Triangle Shirt-

waist Factory fire. The idea of having an international women's day was first put 

forward at the turn of the 20th century amid rapid world industrialization and eco-

nomic expansion that led to protests over working conditions. By urban legend, [1][2]  

women from clothing and textile factories staged one such protest on 8 March 1857 

in New York City. [3] The garment workers were protesting against very poor work-

ing conditions and low wages. The protesters were attacked and dispersed by po-

lice. These women established their first labor union in the same month two years 

later.  

More protests followed on 8 March in subsequent years, most notably in 1908 

when 15,000 women marched through New York City demanding shorter hours, 

better pay and voting rights [citation needed ]. In 1910 the first international women's con-

ference was held in Copenhagen (in the labour -movement building located at 

Jagtvej 69, which until recently housed Ungdomshuset) by the Second Interna-

tional and an 'International Women's Day' was established, which was submitted 

by the important German Socialist Clara Zetkin, although no date was specified. [4] 

The following year, 1911, IWD was marked by over a million people in Austria, 

Denmark, Germany and Switzerland, on March 19. [5] However, soon thereafter, on 

March 25, the Triangle Shirtwaist Factory fire in New York City killed over 140 

garment workers. A lack of safety measures was blamed for the high death toll. 

Furthermore, on the eve of World War I, women across Europe held peace rallies 

on 8 March 1913. In the West, International Women's Day was commemorated 

during the 1910s and 1920s, but dwindled. It was revived by the rise of feminism 

in the 1960s.  

Demonstrations marking International Women's Day in Russia proved to be the 

first stage of the Russian Revolution of 1917.

Drinking water and itôs purification 
 

For water to be considered as drinking water, it should be of high standards 

that upon consumption there would be no eminent risk of harming ones 

health. The human body is estimated to contain 60 to 70 percent water with 

most of the human body parts containing a lot of water. The human body re-

quires drinking water for various functions such as the regulation of body tem-

perature and provision of a means through which nutrients are transported to 

other organs of the body.  

In most regions of the world, humans consume water that is contaminated 

with disease vectors. Water such as that is not safe for consumption and may 

result in chronic illnesses, hence the need to put up water distribution sys-

tems and also put into use water purification technology. Water purification is 

basically the elimination of contaminants from raw water.  

Purification of drinking water can be carried out through either the physical 

process which can be through water filtration or water sedimentation. Sec-

ondly it can be purified through the biological processes like the activated 

sludge or the slow sand filters. Chemical processes of water purification in-

clude flocculation and chlorination and finally we can apply electromagnetic 

radiation through the use of ultraviolet light.  

The purification of drinking water reduces concentration of parasites, bacteria, 

viruses, algae, suspended particles and other matters that may have come 

into contact with the water as it falls into the rain. Basically, the quality of 

drinking water is usually set by the specific government of that area or by the 

international standards.  

Access to Water We can measure the access to drinking water through the 

number of masses who the ways and means of having safe and adequate 

amount of drinking water. Inability to finance and maintain the involved infra-

structure has led to the poor accessibility to safe drinking water.  

Lack of water is among the major problems in developing countries. But 

thanks to the Water aid program, that has helped provide water has seen im-

provement of hygiene to the people living in areas where by safe drinking wa-

ter was a problem.
